Steel Arm Frames
Steel Seat Frame

STEP 1.

Assemble the seat frame (2) to the steel arm frames
(1) with seat screws (5) & washers(7) but do not fully
fighten.

A. Position the back cushion (4) inside the steel arm
frames (1) as shown making sure the upholstery is fac-
ing forward. Lift up the upholstery at the bottom of the
back to expose the back screw fixing points as shown
in the drawing. Assemble the back cushion to the steel
arm frames using back screws (6) and washers (7) and
firmly tighten.

B. Fully tighten all the seat screws (5) to
complete assembly of the seat cushion (3).

STEP 2.

Carefully position the seat cushion (3) onto the
seat frame (2) making sure the waterfall front
edge of the seat is facing forward matching
the drawing as shown.

Keeping the seat cushion level on the seat
frame, firmly slide the seat

cushion rearward until the brackets locate
securely over the seat frame.

STEP 4. Refit the back upholstery into place,
which completes the assembly of the Ergo-
care Sterling Chair.

May be cleaned with dry powder cleaners.
Allow to dry thoroughly before reuse.
